COMMITTEE REPORTS:

FINANCIAL:

For the first two months, revenues exceeded expenses by $38,100. Administrative expenses
were close to budget; insurance was slightly higher than anticipated; legal expenses may or may
not increase, depending on any perceived legal actions; landscaping expenses will increase and
fire and weed abatement are expected to be close to budget.

The Reserve Account has a cash balance of $328,800 and will be used for repairs and
replacements in the future.

Discussion on privacy issue where a homebuilder has a window looking directly into neighbor’s
bedroom. Suggest to the two property owners to work out an amicable resolution to this
situation.

SAFETY-

There is to be a joint meeting with Fountaingrove II at the end of April. More options for the
Parkway are to be presented. There have been no fatalities on the Parkway in the last three
months. A letter was received from Rob Sprinkle of the Traffic Dept. re: striping on Crosscreek
Rd and commercial vehicle prohibition resolution on said road. There is need for a pedestrian
crosswalk and better signage on lower T.L. Harris Rd. Jim Johnson will handle.
